Student Stored Value CharlieCards (S-Cards) - FREE (qty):

e S-Cards are valid from September 1 - August 31 of each year.

e S-Cards can be loaded with stored value for half-priced one-way fares, or $30 monthly
or $10 7-day passes for unlimited travel on the bus, subway, and Commuter Rail Zone
1A at any fare vending machine.

e S-Cards can also be used to buy half-priced one-way tickets or monthly passes on the
Commuter Rail and ferry.

Student Monthly CharlieCards (M7s) - $300.00 (qty):

e MT7s are preloaded with 10 monthly passes valid from September 1 — June 30 for
unlimited travel on the bus, subway, and Commuter Rail Zones 1A, 1, and 2.

e MT7s can also be used to buy half-priced one-way tickets or monthly passes on
Commuter Rail Zones 3 — 10 and ferry.

¢ In July and August, M7s can be loaded with stored value for half-priced one-way fares,
or $30 monthly or $10 7-day passes at any fare vending machine.

o Preloaded M7s must be paid for the entire academic school year in advance by check or
money order payable to the MBTA.

Required: A Home School Approval Letter for the current academic year from your city/town’s
School Superintendent’s Office. Alternatives to an approval letter will be considered on a case-
by case basis.
